It Is God Who Converts
✓ It’s God, not the messenger. 

✓ Our job is just to deliver the message, not convince the person of the 
gospel.

1And I, when I came to you, brothers, did not come 
proclaiming to you the testimony of God with lofty speech or 
wisdom. 2For I decided to know nothing among you except 
Jesus Christ and him crucified. 3And I was with you in 
weakness and in fear and much trembling, 4and my speech 
and my message were not in plausible words of wisdom, but 
in demonstration of the Spirit and of power, 5so that your faith 
might not rest in the wisdom of men but in the power of God.

1 CORINTHIANS 2:1–5



The power that is in the gospel does not lie in the 
eloquence of the preacher, otherwise men would be the 
converters of souls, nor does it lie in the preacher’s 
learning, otherwise it would consist in the wisdom of 
men. We might preach until our tongues rotted, till we 
would exhaust our lungs and die, but never a soul would 
be converted unless the Holy Spirit be with the word of 
God to give it power to convert the soul.

To come to Christ, at a minimum, a person must understand the 
following: 

✓ They are a sinner: Must see themselves as sinful before a holy God 

✓ They cannot save themselves: Must understand their need of a savior 

✓ That Christ is that savior: Must understand that through God, the 
sacrifice of Christ is the only means of salvation
